                •     Heaven’s Christ— “Be not afraid, only believe . . . The damsel is not dead but sleepeth . . . And 
He took her by the hand, and said unto her, Talithi cumi;  which is being interpreted, “Damsel, I say unto 
thee, Arise.”  Mark 5:36-42 (887) John 11:25-26 (951) 

                •    Heaven’s Conversion— “Except ye be converted and become as little children, ye shall not enter 
the Kingdom of Heaven.”
